e Improving Stormwater Quality

e Stormdrains vs Sheet grading
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Storm drains

Bowl shaped lots with storm pipes in production areas
carry contaminants (mulch, dirt) with the water, trapping
material underground. This can cause the oxygen level in
storm water not pass minimum standards. It also clogs
pipes and increases maintenance and/or flooding.
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Ineffective solution
for the industry:
Dandy Bags

The holes in the fabric are so tightly
woven, even a small rain can clog with
mulch and dirt (in matter of minutes)
with the dandy bag and not allow water
to penetrate through.
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Good alternative
solution for the
industry: Straw Bales

An alternative to maintaining your storm
drains is adding straw bales

Disadvantages:

High maintenance

Flip or replace after every rain event

Has a tendency to float

Creates hazard in production areas

Water in parking lot can back up and flood in
heavy rains
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Better alternative
solution for the
industry: Ponds

In-line (pre-cleaning) storm ponds allow
you to do a better job removing particulates
from stormwater

Pre-cleans before the final pond, which then
discharges off your property

Advantages:

e  Allows for easier cleaning
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Sheet Grading
with no storm
drains

The pond is too small to
allow settling of particulates
in the pond
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Sheet Grading:

Less than 1/2% slope results in
ponding and flooding on-site
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Sheet Grading:

6 acre pond to accommodate 25 acres of hard surface

All hard surfaces are at a 1% slope resulting in zero
ponding and zero flooding on-site

The 1% grade allows for water to drain, but leaves the
mulch and dirt behind
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Best solution for
Sheet Grading

If the 1% slope doesn't stop the mulch and dirt,
it will get trapped in the #2 stone

Advantages:

Zero storm drains

Less maintenance

No flooding

Clean discharge

Larger ponds results in fewer discharges on an
annual basis.

Best solution for
Sheet Grading

1% slope allows the storm water

to drain to the pond carrying no
mulch or very little mulch with it.

Allowing the storm water to travel _ _

off the hard surface and through 18 inches in
. depth

the gravel allows further cleaning

of the storm water

Water percolates
through the stone
and helps filter the
storm water
